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INTRODUCTION
This Resource Guide has been developed through a Kinship Navigator grant that was awarded by the State of Ohio Office of Job and Family Services to the Lorain County Job and Family Services who contracted with the Lorain County Office on Aging to provide the kinship services. The grant proposal was developed by the Kinship Navigator Committee of the Children and Family First Council.

The funding for Grandparents Raising Grandchildren Project was the result of advocacy and research generated by the Ohio Grandparents Raising Grandchildren Task Force.  In 1998, the task force contracted with the Institute for Policy Research at the University of Cincinnati to conduct a statewide needs assessment on grandparents raising grandchildren.  The survey found that in 10% of all Ohio households with children, grandparents are filling the role of primary parents.

This guide is intended to provide up-to-date information on the resources available to grandparents and other relatives caring for grandchildren in Lorain County.
