MEDICAL SERVICES AND THEIR PAYMENT

Within two (2) days of initial placement, all children must have a medical screening for communicable diseases and any signs of injury/maltreatment. 

A comprehensive physical exam, including vision and hearing screening, must take place within 30 days of the initial placement.  Whenever possible, it is good to combine these two exams into one within the first five (5) days.  Additional routine physical exams are required annually. 

Dental exams are required for children over age three (3) years within the first six (6) months of initial placement, and re-exams as recommended by the dentist, but at least yearly. 

Not all placed children have the same plan to cover medical expenses, so we need to have clear communication between caregiver and caseworker about each individual child.  There are three ways in which a child’s medical bills may be covered: 

1. Private insurance, such as Blue Cross, from the parent.  Not many children have this plan, but if they do, please be sure the medical provider is given the insurance information so that the claim can be filed. 

2. Medical Card: This is the computerized card issued monthly by the Department of Human Services, and mailed to those who have an eligible child in their home.  Many children in relative or foster care are covered by this plan. Initially when a child comes into foster care, the worker is to apply for the card, so it may be a month or so before it is available.  If a child is in a relative’s home, the relative must apply for Medicaid.  As soon as the card is available, it should be presented at the time of all medical services.  This way, billing can be direct to the Ohio Department of Human Services.  If possible, it is advisable to refill on-going prescriptions at the end of the month, in order to avoid needing refills at the beginning of the month when there might be a gap of a couple of days before the new card arrives. 

Also, it is a good idea to notify the doctor or pharmacy ahead of time about the proper billing numbers on the card.  This way, the information in the child’s file will already be correct, and this could save delays and frustration in case of a medical emergency.  Remember, too, that if you send a child to a Respite placement, send along the medical card so this coverage will not be interrupted. 

The medical cards should always be used – do not have bills sent either to yourself or the agency.  If there is a question about the validity of the card, the doctor or pharmacy can always call the Children Services Fiscal Department to verify information.   Please use 226 Middle Avenue, Elyria, OH  44035 as the address for any billing issues.
3. Direct Agency Billing: The agency assumes medical costs only as a back up measure when no other coverage is available.  It might be necessary to use this method in the first few weeks of a new placement.  However, once the Medicaid card is obtained, it should always be used to cover all medical expenses. 

If you are not sure about medical coverage for children in your care, please call the caseworker to clarify.
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
